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 Cosmetic Bonding of Maxillary Laterals: 
A maxillary Bolton deficiency occurs when the total size of the upper teeth (maxillary teeth) is smaller in proportion to the size of the lower teeth (mandibular teeth). This discrepancy can affect the way the teeth fit together, potentially leading to improper alignment, gaps, or crowding. 
Picture puzzle pieces where one set (upper teeth) is smaller than the matching set (lower teeth). This mismatch leads to spaces or an uneven bite. 

Treatment: 
· Orthodontics: Adjust the alignment of the teeth to manage spacing or bite issues. 
· Cosmetic Bonding or Veneers (after orthodontic treatment): To increase the size of the maxillary teeth and restore proportion. 
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
